XVI.            KNOW WHAT TO DO WHEN YOU ARE SICK OR VISITING OUT OF TOWN
  

     When you are sick and hindered from coming to church, the Minister or where there are Elders, inform them of your condition.  Now that you are a Christian, you must worship every Sunday and attend all the assemblies of the church.  Never leave town on a visit without first notifying your Minister.  He should know if you are going to be absent from worship either by sickness or some other reason.

  

     New members must be faithful to the church of which they are a member.  Do not develop a habit of "visiting other congregations" when your church is having service.  Do not use your Sundays to go some place else to worship.  You are needed at your congregation.  Every member is needed at every service.  Church strength is dependent upon your attendance.

   

          KNOW WHAT TO DO WHEN YOU ARE SICK AND VISITING OUT OF TOWN.

  

  

     When other congregations have activities, any member of the church is free to attend, but only if your church is not having an assembly or activity.  You must support every activity of your church.  Do not develop the habit of leaving your worship to worship some place else.  Your membership is with your church.  This is where you are to serve.

  

     Also, when you must be out of town, leave your worship offering with your church.  Your financial responsibility must never be overlooked or taken lightly.  You should participate in offering when you are visiting out of town, but your church lay-by should be left with your home congregation.  You are financially obligated to your church even though you may be out of town.

ACTIVITIES 
  

     Activities for this study may be derived from any chapter.  However, students can engage in meaningful activities taken from Chapter X-XII, and XIX.

     In chapter three (3), students are asked to make posters of the “work of the flesh” and the “fruit of the spirit”.  These posters will be displayed in the class and also on the hall bulletin boards.

     CHAPTERS IV through chapter VII are ideal opportunities to develop student panel discussions to ascertain if there is a full and operative knowledge of the fundamental doctrine of the church on these issues.

  

CLASS PARTICIPATION ACTIVITY 
  

     Chapter IX presents a great opportunity for individual members of the class to teach in review, on the fundamental doctrinal points.  Students will be informed that Sunday prior to the Sunday they will be required to teach and explain one or more of the doctrine.
